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Vs Instructions for Accessing
2010 STAR XML Student Data

A. Import Schema to Access
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Download the file student . zip from http://www.startest.org/reports.html.
Unzip the files in student . zip and unpack them into a new subdirectory.
Copy the XML student data file and the XSD file from the CD-ROM to the same subdirectory.
Open Microsoft Access.

Create a new database by selecting from the menu File > New > Blank database.

Save the new database; you do not have to save the database to the same location as the
data file.

Select from the menu File > Get External Data> Import.

In the “Import” dialog box, select XML from the Files of type dropdown list.

Select the .XSD file, student . xsd, that was unpacked from the .zip file in step 1.
Select the Import button, and then select OK to set up the empty tables.

Select OK in the confirmation dialog box.

B. Import Data to the Access Database
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With the database from process A open, select from the menu File > Get External Data >
Import to open the “Import” dialog box.

Make sure that “XML” is still selected from the Files of type dropdown list.

Select the .XML file, which contains the student data.

Select Import.

In the “Import XML” dialog box, select the Options button.

In the “Import Options” section, select the Append Data to Existing Table(s) radio button.
Select the Transform button.

In the “Import Transforms” dialog box, select Add.

In the “Add New Transform” dialog box, highlight Student .xs1, and then select Add.

In the “Import Transforms” dialog box, select OK. This will transform the data from the existing

structure of the . XML file to the new structure.

In the “Import XML” dialog box, select OK to import the data to Access, and then select OK
again to acknowledge the end of the process.

Each table has a unique identification number (UIN) that can be used for linking the data across

tables.
